1. Call to Order: Meeting was called to order by the Chair at 7:30 a.m.

3. Coroner’s Report: Coroner distributed his monthly report to the committee and
gave a brief synopsis. He also said that SERVIS went on-line September 1st which is
a state generated program for entering death certificates and it seems to be a good
system. Motion by Caylor, second by Loka to place on file. Unanimous. Motion
carried.

4. Sheriff’s Statistical Report along with Budgets and Vendor List: Committee had
no questions and found nothing unusual. Motion by Lee, Second by Caylor to place
on file.

B. Recreational Officer Activity Report: Committee had no questions.
Motion by Lee, Second by Caylor to place on file. Unanimous. Motion
Carried.

C. 9-1-1 Supervisor’s Report: Committee had no questions. Motion by
Lee, Second by Caylor to place on file. Unanimous. Motion Carried.



5. Advisement of 9-1-1 Telecommunicator schedule change: The Sheriff said that
this has already been approved for implementation by the Personnel Committee.
This new schedule offers 80% more coverage and should reduce costs by $23,000
annually. Sheriff says that Telecommunicators have been asking for a new schedule
for a couple of years. He advised them to find a schedule that would give us the
same or better coverage and not increase our operating costs. Mike Caylor and
Crystal Soderlund did the research and submitted their findings. Motion by Zeitz,
Second by Loka to commend and thank them for their efforts. Unanimous. Motion
Carried.

6. DNA on Arrest: The Sheriff researched this further and found that the Supreme
Court ruled it constitutional. The Sheriff has a number of operational concerns that
he has discussed with our State Representatives. He was informed that DOJ is
working on these issues. Mr. Zeitz said there is also concern about contamination
and liability. Committee decided to remove this item from future agendas unless
there are more updates to report.
